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URI Safety & Risk Management

The mission of the Department of Safety and Risk Management is to support the University of Rhode Island by assuring a standard for a safe and healthful environment for all students, staff, and visitors on each of its four campuses.

This standard shall meet all applicable federal and State regulations, as well as the University’s policies and procedures on health, safety, and environmental matters. 

To carry out this mission, the Department shall provide information and education, review and monitoring, technical consultation, and emergency planning to the University community.

The Department of Safety and Risk Management is charged with the responsibility of planning, organizing, coordinating, directing, monitoring, and evaluating all programs and personnel in the areas of insurance, risk management, industrial hygiene, fire and burglar alarm systems, fire safety, hazardous materials, chemical waste, medical and bio-waste, and radioactive materials.  This includes regularly scheduled inspections, drills, testing, and maintenance of various systems (ie fire safety, alarms, sprinklers, fire extinguishers, fire suppression systems, etc.) and laboratory and chemical waste areas.    These responsibilities encompass all four of the University’s campuses.


Fire safety inspections are performed in all dormitories, fraternities and sororities, as well as administrative, academic, and service buildings in compliance with national and State fire safety and life safety codes.


Laboratory safety, laboratory inspections, chemical and bio-waste area inspections, and the proper disposal of hazardous materials are carried out in accordance with State and federal regulations and guidelines.


The Radiation Safety program is monitored through the Department of Safety & Risk Management with the assistance of the Radiation Safety office staff.


Air quality, asbestos issues, mold, radon, and training are only a few of the other areas that fall under the auspices of the Department of Safety & Risk Management.

Insurance, risk management, claims, emergency management, emergency response come under the direct oversight and management of the Department.

The Department responds to all safety-related complaints, accidents, and incidents.  Inquiries are received from employees, students, parents, other State and Government entities, and the general public. In all instances, inquiries are handled expeditiously, courteously, and professionally.
